FINDING A NEW MINISTER

The process of finding a new minister has begun. Unfortunately, the search for a new minister cannot begin without some preliminary work to define our church and the kind of  person we should seek.  Regulations established by the United Church govern this process. The first step has the Board establish a Joint Needs Assessment Committee, ( JNAC). Joint implies that the Presbytery is involved.  

Our Presbytery representatives are Rev. Keith Lockhart and lay representative Marion Locke. One of those two people must attend JNAC Meetings. So far JNAC has met twice. There are 17 members drawn from the congregation who represent various interests and age in the congregation.  The task of JNAC is to produce a report that upon completion has to be approved by the Official Board, then the Congregation and then by a senior committee of Presbytery.  After that a search committee will look for suitable candidates as Minister. The JNAC report will contain six sections:  Description of the community, Description of the congregation and its mission, Resources of the congregation, Recommended Position description, Skills required of incumbent, and finally Terms of employment. 

Work has already started with four people taking on the job of  writing drafts for 4 sections  of the report.  It is difficult to know at this point when the JNAC report will be finished but the committee plans for May or earlier.  The process of producing a JNAC report is a collaborative one with views and information being sought from individuals and various committees as well as the congregation as a whole. Your support and cooperation is important to us in order to complete the report in a timely manner and also one that describes clearly and accurately the needs and goals of St Paul’s. Congregational members are welcome to bring their views and concerns to the attention of any member of the JNAC.
