Worship Committee:  We didn’t have those liturgical colours when I was young…
It’s true that the introduction of liturgical colours to the United Church is fairly recent-during the period of the Second Vatican Council of the Roman Catholic Church (1962-1965).  The rationale behind liturgical colours is to give a visual expression to the celebration of the mysteries of the Christian faith and, over the

course of the year, a sense of progression through the Christian life.  So, for the most part, violet or blue is used for Advent: white for Christmas, Easter, sacraments, and weddings; red for Pentecost and ordination; green is used for regular Sundays in the seasons of Pentecost and Epiphany; and rose for the third Sunday in Advent and the fourth Sunday in Lent.

Remember that colours also have different meanings in various cultures, e.g., red is a celebratory colour in the Chinese culture, while blue and white are colours of mourning.
